The Sephu plant will be the first utility-scale project in Bhutan"s solar sector, with just a 180kW plant in
Rubesa already in operation, and will be a core component of Bhutan's growing...

Bhutan's active engagement with various ISA programmes underscores its commitment to harnessing solar
energy for enhancing sustainable development. Bhutan has accordingly submitted an Expression of Interest
(EQI) to join seven of the nine ISA"s programmes.

A utility-scale solar facility generates solar power and feeds it into the grid. The 17.38-megawatt solar farmis
expected to generate around 24 million units of energy annualy, once operational. Located in the village of
Y ongtru in Sephu Gewog, the solar project now spans 44 acres, reduced from the originally planned 65 acres.

According to the Renewable Energy Management Master Plan 2016, Bhutan has the potential to generate 12
gigawatts of solar power and 760 MW of wind energy. The first phase of the Sephu solar farm is expected to
produce 25 million units of energy, enough to power 3,476 households, assuming an average urban household
consumes five kilowatts of energy.

The Sephu Solar Project will be Bhutan"s first mega solar power plant and once it is completed, the plant is
expected to generate 26.15 million units of energy earning an annual revenue of Nu 132.29 million. The plant
will have the capacity to reduce 24,495.5 tonnes of carbon dioxide emissions if the plant-generated energy is
exported.
